BACKGROUND:


	The American Indian Student Eagle Awards were established in 1983 by Princess Pale Moon, 


	President and founder of the American Indian Heritage Foundation.  Her motivation for creating


	these awards was to encourage self-esteem among Indian youth and inspire them to aspire to 


	excellence in their own lives.  To date, more than 10,000 Indian students from 85 schools nationwide


	have received these prestigious awards.





WHO IS ELIGIBLE TO PARTICIPATE IN THE AWARDS PROGRAM?


All American Indian students currently enrolled in school, grades K through 12th, are eligible for


nomination.  There is no fee to participate in the awards program, either to the student or the school.


There is not a specific blood quantum required (CDIB is not required), however, tribal heritage


will be requested to prepare awards and press information.  





CAN A STUDENT BE NOMINATED IN MORE THAN ON CATEGORY?


Absolutely!  Students who qualify in more than one category are eligible for nomination and selection.





WHAT IS THE ACADEMIC NOMINATION COMMITTEE?


The Academic Nomination Committee are staff members of the participating school and local community leaders. This committee acts on behalf of the American Indian Student Eagle Awards


and is the core nomination and selection committee.  A minimum of three committee members


are required to make nomination selections of any category to be awarded!





SELECTION OF THE ACADEMIC NOMINATION COMMITTEE?


Participating schools are responsible to select the members of their Academic Nomination


Committee.  Selection should favor Indian preference but should not exclude qualified 


non-Indian staff and Community leaders.  Non-Indian members should be culturally sensitive


and knowledgeable.  Committee members can be teachers, counselors, administrative staff, 


school board members, PTA members, tribal elders, council or district officers.  Committee 


members cannot be related to a nominated student and cannot participate in their selection 


for an award.
